1 have led investigations of economic crimes with both
factual and legal complexity — these include crimes of embezzlement, maifeasance. fraud,
money laundering, corruption, crimes against the financial, tax and social security systems and
criminal offences affecting the EU’s financial interests. Given the nature of the aforementioned
pre-trial proceedings. international lepal assistance and cooperation have been key instruments
for effective investigation. As such, it has been vital for me and my duty of care to deepen and
