My professional experience for the last eleven years has been spent in the
judicial system, especially in Pernik Regional Prosecutor’s Office. Ranking in
the competition for junior prosecutors in 2012 was a dream come true for me. A
dream, for the realization of which I had been preparing patiently. A dream that,
although turned into reality, I have continued to pursue and defend. Over the
years | have aimed at improving myself, applying and upgrading in practice the
knowledge I had acquired at the University and at the National Institute of
Justice. The conferences and trainings organized by the Prosecutor's Office of
the Republic of Bulgaria, the National Institute of Justice, the European Judicial
Training Network and the Academy of European Law at national and
community level have also contributed to my development. [ have realized that
being a prosecutor is not just a profession. A prosecutor is a vocation,
dedication, responsibility and way of life.

Working as a prosecutor in one of the busiest structures of The
Prosecutor’s Office of the Republic of Bulgaria, I have gained invaluable
professional and personal experience. I have faced with a lot of different cases,
with the entire palette of criminal offences of general nature that fall within the
competence of the Regional prosecutor’s office. I have directed the investigation
and exercise constant supervision for the lawful and timely completion of
number of pre — trial proceedings with factual and legal complexity, including
fraud, embezzlement, crimes against the economy, crimes related to documents.
[ have always strived to maintain good communication with the investigative
bodies in a view of objective and timely conduct of the pre — trial proceeding. I
have also performed a lot of personal investigative and procedural actions.
Mainly personal are most of the inspections that I have carried out under the



Supervision of legality, which has an extremely important role for the protection
of citizens’ rights in our society. Over the years I have started to use the legal
instruments for international cooperation - the European investigation orders and
the requests for legal assistance more often and confidently.

My desire to acquire in-depth knowledge and experience not only in the
Criminal Law and Procedure field, has been objectified in the Doctoral Degree
Program “Administrative Law and Procedure” that I started in 2015 with
disertacion topic “Administrative coercive measures”. In relation to the
application of this manifestation of coercion, I have thoroughly researched the
judicial practice at national, community and international level regarding the
protection of fundamental rights and freedoms. I have come to the conclusion
that knowledge of EU law and the timely bringing of the national legal
framework into line with the community standards is of utmost importance for
respecting the rights and freedoms of citizens and satisfying the requirements of
morality, public order and security.

The European institutions, which defend the common interests of the EU
and European citizens, have a huge role in this regard. The idea for
establishment of The European Public Prosecutor’s Office, enshrined in Art. 86
of Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU ), is one of the most
creative ideas at community level. Its functioning for more than two years has
proven that. The Member States were not sufficiently prepared, despite the
established mechanisms for international cooperation, to counter cross-border
crime, which unfortunately is gaining wider dimensions. Only a body like the
European Public Prosecutor’s Office - independent, single and supranational -
could - and have already countered successfully the criminal encroachments
against the EU budget.

I believe that due to my EU Law knowledge and due to the practical
experience gained in the field of international cooperation, I could be helpful to
the European Prosecutor‘s Office achieving its main objective - timely
protection of the financial interests of the EU, and hence timely protection of the
stability of the Union and the rights of European citizens. I have the privilege to
be responsible, independent and ready to accept the challenges of profession and
life. T have the strength and ambition to work for the interests and prosperity of
the European Union.
